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Ribbit Writing Extension 

 The following writing extension is to be done after reading the book Ribbit by Bender 
and Bender.  The activity involves creating a flip book that models the idea presented in the book 
Ribbit. 

First Grade Ohio Content Standard that will be taught during the writing extension: 

 Standard 6: Writing Processes  

Grade Level Indicator that this writing extension is intended for: 

 Grade Level Indicator # 4: Use Organizational strategies (e.g., brainstorming, webs) to 
plan writing.   

 In this lesson the students will learn how important it is to use an organizational strategy 
such as a web, to begin brainstorming ideas before writing a story.  This will be discussed in the 
beginning of the lesson when the web is described and the students come up with ideas on the 
foods that they like to eat.  

 Students are introduced to the idea of making a web and how it is useful to use 
when beginning to brainstorm ideas for a story.  Create a web that has the phrase 
ÒWhat I like to eatÓ in the middle, and then have the students come up with 
multiple foods they like to eat.  Mention that the web can be used as a reference 
when completing the story that is in the flipbook.   

 Can show students an example of a flipbook that has a couple pages completed so 
they can begin to understand what theirs will turn out like.  

 In the flipbook the students will write in, the top portion of the page says ÒIn first 
grade I like toÓ, the middle portion of the page says Òeat __________Ó and a 
picture of a persons head, and the bottom portion of the page says Òand 
________Ó with a picture of a persons body.              

 The students will write in what they like to eat and then color a picture of the food 
on the same portion of the page.   

 When the students finish with their flipbooks they can read through the pages and 
come up with silly combinations of foods.
